· Lord Street  and Reid Highway 
Lord Street and Reid Highway Intersection – Controlled Traffic Lights

This is an issue that is listed as a high priority to the community.  

Lord Street will become a traffic conflict as the subdivisions of the Vale and Ellenbrook continue to expand. 

Further with the introduction of a further 9000 lots in the urban corridor, this will only increase the danger for motorists on turning into Reid Highway.

With the additional haulage trucks for a minimum of 18 months + using Reid Highway and turning right into Lord St intersection to Gnangara Road during the building of the Reid Highway Extension it becomes even more an issue to have lights at this intersection. 

In addition, this intersection was named as one of the major 5 intersections registered by the community in the Red Spot Survey initiated by the RAC, Channel 7 and Community Newspapers in 2007. 

This intersection is becoming a black spot for motorists when turning into Reid Highway.

At a community meeting facilitated by Main Roads, (14/11/2006) an estimate of 45,000 vpd by 2009 will be using Reid Highway in this locality of Reid Highway. The community understands that the subdivisions of the urban growth corridor were not used as part of the estimate of vpd. 

There is a need for traffic lighting at this intersection for the safety of all motorists.

Motion:

The Swan Valley Progress Association moves that,

The City of Swan to make application for Roads Black Spot Funding or seek  contributions to support the installation of intersection lighting at the Lord Street location. 

The City of Swan to liaise with both State Government and Main Roads Department to have this location listed as a priority listing for traffic lights.

Community again asks the City of Swan to pursue the issue of installation of traffic lights at this intersection.
