Beechboro Road and Gnangara Road Intersection Lights:

Infrastructure

Not withstanding that there has been a Black Spot Funding submission lodged by the City of Swan for extending the left turn lane and installing splitter islands in the year 2009/ 2010 the community needs a further road management tool for the intersection of Beechboro Road and Gnangara Road.   

This motion forwarded is based on the high truck demand of both Gnangara and Beechboro Roads which now have become major truck routes. Both roads will be in further demand as the “urban growth corridor” becomes a building site for the next 10 years and both will be used by default as a detour from impacts while other main road infrastructure is being constructed within the same time period.

· Gnangara Road now carries more than 20,000 vehicles per day.
· This would normally qualify it to be a dual carriage way.

· No plans have been announced to upgrade the road to a dual carriage way.

· There is significant congestion at the intersection of Beechboro Road and Gnangara Road each morning.

· Truck movements at his intersection are very high.

· Especially troubling are trucks and cars turning right into Beechboro Road and right in Gnangara Road.

· Trucks pulling out of Beechboro Road into Gnangara Rd pull out into the painted median, then pull into the traffic when it appears clear.

· Trucks and cars turning right into Beechboro Road from a lane longer than the turn right lane, often closing off the single land carriage way in a 90 km zone.

· The Lines of sight for car drivers are obscured by trucks. This makes the intersection a hazard to motorists.

· In the absence of the upgrading to a dual carriageway, there should be urgent steps taken to instal traffic lights.

· City of Swan to request Main Roads Department to install traffic lights at the intersection of Beechboro and Gnangara Roads.
Motion:
That the City of Swan works with the State and Federal Governments to seek the urgent installation of traffic lights at the intersection of Beechboro Road and Gnangara Road.
