The City adopted its Keeping of Livestock Policy in January 2005.

So that potential buyers and property owners to the rural region of the City 

are aware that the City policy refers only to dry stocking rates which leans towards the Department of Agriculture document “Stocking Rate Guidelines for Rural Small Holdings”.  Where a proposal does not meet the dry stocking rate

an application is required with the lodgement of a property management plan.

Note:
The Agriculture Department for “Stocking Rate Guidelines for Rural Small Holdings” does not apply to Commercial equine businesses, and I would like clarification on what policy the City of Swan applies in these instances.
I understand that the approval of Keeping of Livestock goes to the person

and not the land, which I believe will have economic consequences when

land owners sell properties as Horse Properties.
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
