HORSE ALERT WA

The WA Horse Council is working with the Department of Food and Agriculture Western Australia and Racing and Wagering WA, to develop an operational plan for the management of horse disease emergencies.
‘Horse Alert WA’ provides you with essential information to minimize the risks of a serious horse disease outbreak and also provides guidance on the actions you can take when a disease occurs.  Additionally, it identifies a number of issues that will need follow-up, either by you or by organizations involved in horse events.

Any organization or service provider involved with horse activities is entitled to a free copy of ‘Horse Alert WA’. 
Whilst the major equestrian organizations have provided information on groups who are affiliated with them, there are a number of areas in the horse industry, which have sole operators who do not have an association or registry.  

Agistment Centres, some farriers, equine dentists, massage/chiropractors, natural horse trainers/coaches and horse transporters etc, are some of the people who fall into this category.   
The Government funding for this project covers the cost of ‘Horse Alert WA’, packaging and postage.
