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Fatal Crash – Reid Hwy and Lord St

Another fatal car crash on Reid Hwy, West Swan has local community groups asking how many deaths does it take!
The Swan Valley Progress Association (SVPA) at the City of Swan annual electors meeting on 30th November 2006 moved a motion that the City apply for Black Spot Funding for traffic signalised control of the intersection.

Reid Hwy continues to be a death trap and is heavily congested. Calls for the road to be upgraded from two to four lanes has fallen on deaf ears. The State Government also has a view that the dangerous Reid Highway - Lord St intersection is not a significant community issue.

To date the only section to be upgraded is from Great Northern Hwy to West Swan Road. The Lord St intersection will remain without traffic lights and only one lane each way. The SVPA is of the view that heavy congestion will simply move west once Middle Swan Road is upgraded.

Even fundament remediation at the Lord St intersection has not been undertaken. Significant volumes of Lord St traffic heading east should have a slip lane available to allow traffic to merge onto Reid Hwy. The existing Stop sign causes long delays with many frustrated drivers taking the risk and driving straight through.

Right turn from Lord St onto Reid Hwy is hazardous with significant intersection traffic volume and little room to manoeuvre once in the middle of the intersection.

The SVPA again urges the government to raise the priority on this dangerous and congested road and upgrade it to four lanes from Great Northern Hwy to Beechboro Road with traffic lights at Lord St and Reid Hwy.
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
